A regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the City of Iola was held January 27, 2009 at 1:00 p.m., at the City Commission Room located at 2 W. Jackson Ave., Iola, and Kansas.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Maness called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL
