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A. Cottonwood Street Project – Darrin Petrowski and Jarod Kelley representatives from KDOT were present to discuss the project. The Contractor has requested to work on projects that are not related to the asphalt during the suspended time frame.  The target date for asphalt laying is March 9th. A. Community Building Designation – Following a brief discussion the commissioners decided to table this item until a later date due to the business on the current agenda needing immediate attention.

City Attorney Apt presented the contract between the City and the Fair Board for use of the community building that will be constructed.  A concern for responsibility for damages to the building that might occur during the two-week period that the fair board has exclusive use of the building was brought up.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to approve the contract and not require the fair board to obtain insurance on the building.  Motion seconded by Mayor Maness.  The vote was three ayes.

B. Vacancy on Planning Commission – Jeff Bauer, Code Enforcement Officer presented to the Commission a recommendation from the Planning Commission for Dana Moody to fill the open position.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to appoint Mr. Moody to the Planning Commission.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.

C. Van Diest Site Plan – The Planning Commission did not recommend approval of the site plan due to the fact that there was no documentation that Russell Stover’s was in favor of Van Diest building on the property and that there was not a plat done on the property.
