CALL MEETING TO ORDER

PUBLIC COMMENTS  

· Dave Mathewson from the Riverside Horseshoe Club requesting permission to post a sign on the fence in memory of Clyde Gerdsen using memorial money.  Mr. Mathewson also discussed possibly searching for grant money to cover the courts.  Commissioner Shirley made a motion to approve the Club posting the memorial sign on the fence at the horseshoe court.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was three ayes.

· Dandelion Day – Girl Scouts – Mayor Maness read the Proclamation and declared May 2, 2009 Dandelion Day.

NEW BUSINESS

A. College Scholarship – Cindy Adams  Cindy Adams from the Endowment Association of Allen Community College handed out some suggestions for the commissioners to change the wording on the scholarship currently with the college.  The Commissioners would like for Administrator Brigham and Attorney Apt to review the changes.

B. Employee Health Fair –   The employee task force representative Scott Stewart proposed to the commissioners to hold the health fair on November 11, 2009, which is Veteran’s Day.  The Health Fair would include a Customer Service Seminar and several booths on benefits for city employees.  All employees would be required to attend four hours of the health fair and would be paid for an eight-hour day.  Those choosing not to attend the health fair would be required to use vacation time.  The Commissioners expressed their appreciation to the task force for all of their hard work and gave their approval for the proposal.
C. 1201 N. Sycamore – Public Hearing – Mayor Maness opened the Public Hearing at 1:52 p.m. Code Enforcement Officer, Jeff Bauer presented the documentation on the property and requested that the Resolution 2009-5 be passed to direct that the structure be removed.  No other public comments were made concerning the property; therefore Mayor Maness closed the public hearing.  Commissioner Shirley made a motion to approve Resolution 2009-5.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
D. Kids Kingdom - Request – Corey Schinstock, Assistant Administrator presented to the commissioners a request from Kids Kingdom to help pay for driveway improvements out of the Industrial Fund. This is something that has been done in the past for industries in the industrial area.  The Commission asked Corey to get with Dan Leslie, Street Superintendent and Mrs. Hoepker from Kids Kingdom to put the head walls in when time allows and help her with her driveway with her paying for the materials.
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E. Kansas Housing Resource Grant - Resolution –  A motion was made by Commissioner Abbott to approve resolution 2009-4 authorizing city staff to apply for funds from the Kansas Housing Resources Corporation.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
F. Neighborhood Revitalization Plan – Jeff Bauer – Code Enforcement Officer, Jeff Bauer requested a public hearing be set for May 12th to review the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to set a public hearing on May 12th for the Neighborhood Revitalization Plan.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.

G. Boot Block Request – Commissioner Abbott made a motion to approve the request with a stipulation that the time frame is strictly adhered to due to the other events taking place on the square that day.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
Richard Burris from N&B was present to request an increase of $0.08 per mcg for transportation costs.  The Commission inquired as to whether this charge would be incurred if we did not purchase from N&B.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. Cemetery Maintenance – Berkley Kerr – Berkley presented a proposal from Williams Monument to level the ground and straighten the headstones in the veteran area of the cemetery.  Another individual was contacted about bidding on the job, however he did not respond.  The commissioners want the drainage issue resolved prior to starting the work.  Commissioner Shirley made a motion to accept the bid from Williams Monument.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
B. Municipal Pool Hours – Luke Bycroft – Luke Bycroft, Recreation Director and Sharla Miller, Recreation Advisory Committee Member were present to present the two options for admission prices at the pool.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to give authority to the advisory committee to set the prices and report back at the end of the season.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
