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D. Convention & Tourism Fund Disbursement – Commissioner Abbott made a motion to approve the fund disbursement as presented by the committee.  Mayor Maness seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.  Committee Member Bill Mentzer informed the commission that the committee designated $5,000.00 with the Chamber for highway signs only.
E. Software for Recreation Department – City Attorney Apt had made some changes in the contract and the company has made those changes.  Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the software purchase.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
