The guests would not be charged for the donated alcohol.  Tri-Valley is renting the entire building for the fundraiser.  Commissioner Shirley made a motion with Commissioner Abbott seconding the motion to approve the revision of the ordinance to allow the alcohol in the building.  The vote was Commissioner Abbott, Commissioner Shirley in favor.  Mayor Maness opposed.  The motion passed by a majority vote.

B. Flood Plain Regulation - Ordinance – Code Enforcement Officer, Jeff Bauer was present to present the Ordinance for approval. Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the Ordinance.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.  

C. 2010 Budget Discussions –  Administrator Brigham noted that a fire truck that was originally in the 2009 budget has been moved to the 2011 budget.  The Commissioners would like to see a brief summary from each of the department heads before the next meeting.  Administrator Brigham noted that it would be her recommendation to fund the Recreation Department with a mill increase.

· Inquired about the locking of the cemetery.  Chief Warner discussed the issue with the commissioners and it was decided that his officers would lock the cemetery from dawn to dusk.
C. Mayor Maness –

· Would like to see a painted line on the street and a sign telling motorists to stop here to activate the signal on Buckeye and Madison.

· Would still like to see a public safety campaign for the street crossing on State Street for the rail trail crossing.

· Inquired as to the stats of the buy out grant.  Administrator Brigham informed the Commission that there are just a few houses that are left with legal issues.

· Would like to see a benefit cost analysis for phase two buyout.
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· Would like to have a proposal from the two Internet companies at the next meeting concerning placing antennas on city water towers.

· Inquired about the status of the GIS mapping program.  Was informed by Administrator Brigham that the mapping is almost complete.

· Inquired about animal control.  Would like to see Chief Warner put something in his budget narrative for animal control.

D. City Administrator Brigham

· Will bring her proposals for employee scholarships to the next meeting.
· Inquired as to the wishes of commissioners concerning the charter ordinance for the number of commissioners.
· Placed information on possible alternative energy sources in today’s packet.
· Have not received much feedback on the employee incentive plan proposal to save money within the city.
· The presentation today covered a beautification plan for the parks.
· Improvements have been made at the cemetery to try to improve the drainage issues.
