A. Kentucky Street Update – Eric Lawrence – Officer in charge Eric Lawrence was at the meeting to give an update on the public concerns for the traffic on Kentucky Street.  The City is attempting to schedule the Kansas Highway Patrol’s radar trailer, however there is about a thirty-day wait.
