A regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the City of Iola was held December

22, 2009 at 1:00 p.m., at the City Commission Room at City Hall 2 W. Jackson, Iola, and Kansas.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mayor Maness called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL

Mayor Bill Maness and Commissioners Craig Abbott and Bill Shirley were present, with Mayor Maness presiding.  Also present were City Administrator Judy Brigham, City Clerk Roxanne Hutton.  City Attorney Chuck Apt was absent.

REVIEW & APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Commissioner Shirley made a motion to approve the agenda as adding E. under New Business Rick Bean KDHE and moving D and E under Unfinished Business to the April 13th Meeting.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.

Commissioner Shirley made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was three ayes.
NEW BUSINESS

A. Trolley Request – Donna Houser –  Donna Houser was present to request that the City take over ownership of the trolley and then lease it to the Chamber for $1.00 each year.  The insurance would decrease from $1500.00 to $300.00 if the city takes ownership.  The Chamber would continue to operate the trolley and pay for the costs of upkeep.  The Commissioners informed Ms. Houser that they would have to visit with Attorney Apt prior to making a decision.

B. Municipal Pool Award – Luke Bycroft – Recreation Director Luke Bycroft presented to the commissioners the award from the Associated Builders and Contractors, Inc. Heart of America Chapter at a ceremony on December 3rd. The award was for the Riverside Park Bathhouse project.
C. Charlie Melvin Run – Mike Ford – Mike Ford was not present at the meeting therefore this item will be placed on the agenda for the January 12th meeting.

D. Wastewater Improvement Project - Administrator Brigham informed the Commissioners that the city can still use the current loan rate of 2.51% for the improvements.  Gas/Water/Sewer Superintendent Mitch Phillips informed the Commissioners that some of the lines are over 100 years old and are causing a lot of infiltration when it rains or snows.  It also causes some issues when repairs have to be done.  Mayor Maness made a motion to move on with the Large – All of Priority project.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.

E. Rick Bean – KDHE- Mr. Bean was present to inform the Commissioners that in order to continue as a Superfund Site for the lead cleanup the Commissioners were being asked to send a letter to the Governor asking him to proceed with asking for Federal Assistance.  Mr. Bean went over the pros and cons of the request.  The Commissioners would like to obtain more information and put this item on the agenda for January 26, 2010.

       Roundtable 

A. 2009 EMS Report – Mark Michael, of the Fire/EMS Department has been handling the billing for the department reported to the commissioners that for the year 2009 $400,000.00 claims have been billed and $280,000.00 to $300,000.00 has been collected.  The department has been notified that as of the first of the year Medicaid will be making a 10% cut on reimbursement. Mark is not recommending a rate increase at this time due to the fact that reimbursement is currently less than charges and the department is running on the current rates to date.  Mark reported that in 2009 700 runs have been made.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. Cedarbrook Plat Revision – Revisions need to be done to the plat that was approved at the previous meeting due to a 30-foot conflict with the Dean Development and the current clubhouse location. A change in the plat is presented for the commissioner’s approval. Larry Macha was at the meeting to request that he be allowed to build a block retaining wall just off of the sidewalk to cut down on drainage issues he will make it look attractive with shrubbery.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to approve an indemnity agreement with the blessing of the city attorney.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.
B. 2009 Budget Amendments – Public Hearing  - The hearing was opened at 2:28 p.m. No public comments were made.  The hearing was closed at 2: 30 p.m.  A motion was made by Commissioner Shirley to approve the 2009 budget amendments.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott .  The vote was three ayes.
C. Financial Statement – Resolution – A motion was made by Commissioner Abbott to adopt the resolution.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.
D. Storm water Rate Ordinance -  Moved to April 13th meeting.
E. Water Rate Ordinance – Moved to April 13th meeting.
F. Riverside Park Levee Report – Assistant Administrator Corey Schinstock went over the report with the commissioners.  The commissioners inquired as to whether this project could be completed with city employees.  Corey Schinstock felt that this was possible.  The Commissioners gave their blessing to continue with the project using city employees to do the work.
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G. Scott Shreve – Update on KPP – Scott Shreve, Energy Consultant for the city gave an update on the KPP.  At this time Mr. Shreve recommended that the city not sign the 10-year agreement Power Plant Superintendent Mike Phillips agreed with this recommendation.  The Commission requested that Administrator Brigham contact the KPP and advise them that the city will not be signing the agreement and requested that Mr. Shreve attend the next meeting of the Commission.

B. Commissioner Shirley – 
· Inquired about the parking space that Captain Linn had contacted the city regarding.  Administrator Brigham noted that Captain Linn stated he would contact the city and has not done so to date.  Commissioner Shirley asked Administrator Brigham to contact him ASAP.

· Understood that if COLA raises were 0% that meant no raises or longevity pay would be given for the year 2010.  Stated that he wanted the pay increases for 2010 stopped.  Assistant Administrator Schinstock stated that with no COLA increases it meant the step plan would not be increased.  After checking the minutes from the meeting this was discussed Administrator Brigham noted that there was actually no motions made only that the commissioners were informed that no COLA raises would be given.  Commissioner Abbott stated he did not remember that no increases were to be given.  Mayor Maness agreed that the scale would not increase, however the individuals would still receive their step increase.
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C. Mayor Maness –

· Inquired about the proposed street lighting in Cedarbrook.  Administrator Brigham informed the Commissioners that street lighting is in the plans. 
· Inquired about putting a glow in the dark sign at the Miller Road crossing for the Rail Trail and/or lighting the intersection.

· Will need the commissioners to approve the appropriations for the end of the year.  An expense report will be sent to the commissioners following the last payable run.  Motion made by Mayor Maness to pay the payables through the end of 2009.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.
