CALL MEETING TO ORDER

· Don George from Kansas Wildlife and Parks was present to inform the Commissioners that the State had approved Paddle Fishing Snagging at the River.  The season runs from March 15th through May 15th.  A special permit is required.
· Dorothy Danielson was present to inquire about her pit bull terrier.  Attorney Apt informed her that she was allowed to keep her pit bull within 400 feet of the school unless the dog has been declared vicious.  Attorney Apt reminded Ms. Danielson that she had to abide by the ordinance for Pit Bulls.

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UNFINISHED BUSINESS

A. Charter Ordinance Committee – Ray Shannon  - The committee presented a proposal to the Commissioners for a six-member Commission.  One from each ward, two elected at large and then a mayor elected at large.  The Mayor would only have a vote during a tie.  The Commissioners thanked Mr. Shannon for the service of the committee.  Skip Becker, member of the committee noted that Ray Shannon should be commended for heading up this committee.  The Commissioners did not make a decision on the proposal.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Community Involvement Task Force - Update –  Administrator Brigham gave an overview of the task force’s accomplishments.  A twenty-minute video that showcased Iola was shown to those present.  The Task Force was asking the Commission for expenditure money for the year 2010.  The Task Force is planning a trip to Washington D.C. in February.  Commissioner Abbott made a motion to approve $7,500.00 for the CITF group requesting that they present a budget to the Commissioners.  Commissioner Shirley seconded motion. Commissioner Shirley and Commissioner Abbott voted in favor of the motion.  Mayor Maness abstained due to the fact that he is a part of the CITF group.  Motion carried with a majority vote.
B. Bid Acceptance Iola Public Library – Roger Carswell, Library Director presented the bids to the Commissioners.  The Library Board recommends awarding the contract to General Services Corporation they had the lowest bid. The library is also requesting $39,156 above the grant amount this would allow them to complete the contingencies to replace the lighting and the HVAC units on the roof.   Mayor Maness made a motion to accept the bid and approve all of the alternates except 4, 5, and 6 and the commissioners must approve all change orders.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.
C. Biennial Bridge Inspections – Dan Leslie presented the report to the Commissioners.  Dan is recommending that Sycamore be put on next years list.  Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the recommendation of Sycamore Street being next on the list.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Shirley.  The vote was three ayes.

D. Trash Pickup Routes – Dan Leslie presented a change in the routes due to the loss of the flood homes and the addition of Cedarbrook additions.  The numbers come out to 120 homes.  A letter will be sent to the residents informing them of the change effective March 1st.

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E. Cedarbrook 3rd Addition – Zoning Change – The Zoning Commission is recommending changing the Cedarbrook Addition Plat that was approved at a previous meeting from R1 to R2.  Commissioner Shirley made a motion to approve the zoning change.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.

F. Real Estate Deed and Contract – The deed and contract is for the property that the school district is currently building the building trades home on.  Motion made by Commissioner Shirley to approve the deed and contract.  Motion seconded by Mayor Maness.  The vote was three ayes.
