Mr. Shirley asked Administrator Brigham to contact David Toland and inquire whether the possibility of annexation would be part of their discussion.
· Bill Newman inquired about the snow removal by the North Community Building.  He said snow had been pushed up on the sidewalk and now there is a pile of dirt in the middle of the sidewalk on the north side of the building making it impossible to walk on the sidewalk.  Commissioners thanked Mr. Newman for bringing this to the cities attention and assured him that it would be taken care of.

The Commissioners gave their blessings and stated the city would be glad to participate.
COMMISSION & ADMINISTRATOR REPORTS

A. Commissioner Abbott –  
· Inquired about the National Guard needing space to park equipment.  Administrator Brigham will contact Sean Linn at the Armory.

B. Commissioner Shirley – 
· Visited the new Dispatch Center impressed with the look of it and the new equipment.   Angie Murphy was in attendance and she stated that they were having an open house on the 19th.  Administrator Brigham noted that the final expenses were tabulated for the dispatch center and there is $897.30 remaining within the fund.  Chief Warner stated that a lot of wiring had to be removed and the network had to be rewired.  Phones had to be changed over and installed.  The city has incurred approximately $4,000.00 to change over the office.  $448.65 or ½ of the remaining funds will be issued to the County. Angie Murphy had no other requests from the Commission.

C. Mayor Maness –

· The Mayor read a request from the Pike National Historic Trail requesting a letter from the city supporting a feasibility study.  The commissioners would like to send a letter of support as long as it does not obligate the city financially.

· The Mayor read a letter from KRWA stating our lagoons were outstanding and they would like to hold training at our site.
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D. City Administrator Brigham

· At the staff meeting yesterday it was discussed to allow companies who clean up and collect sewer waste be allowed to dump at the site in the park for a minimal fee due to the fact that they are not able to dispose of it on fields because of the excessive moisture.  The Commission was in agreement to charge a $25.00 fee and staff determines on a case-by-case basis what would be allowed for the day.
· Berkley Kerr, Parks/Cemetery Superintendent will be purchasing two mowers that were budgeted.
· Berkley and Corey will be looking at playground equipment for Cedarbrook.  Will have a proposal at the next meeting.
· Presented an invoice from Mickey Davis for $5,800.00 Motion made by Commissioner Abbott to pay the invoice.  Mayor Maness seconded the motion.  The vote was three ayes.
Darren Nowak, 102 S Vermont asked the commissioners what the residents of the trailer park needed to due because their landlord hadn’t paid the water bill the city shut the water off.  Attorney Apt advised Mr. Nowak to seek legal advice.

Commissioner Abbott made a motion for Attorney Apt to draft a Charter Ordinance to have four commissioners one from each ward and a mayor elected at large.  Commissioner Shirley seconded the motion.
