A. Library Project – Change Order –  Code Enforcement Officer, Jeff Bauer presented the change order, however the commissioners were in agreement that the contractor or engineer or there representative must present the change order.
B. CDBG Housing Rehab Grant -  Becky Voorhees from Southeast Kansas Regional Planning commission was at the meeting to present for approval the Demolition Plan and Housing Rehabilitation Plan for the CDBG Grant Project.  The area designated is from south of Madison Avenue to Spruce Street between First and Second Streets. Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the plan.  Commissioner Abbott seconded the motion.  The vote was two ayes.
C. Nation Guard Request – This request is no longer needed.
D. ACARF Presentation – Larry Macha of the Allen County Animal Rescue Foundation was in attendance to discuss future operations of the shelter and services they would be providing.  The center will charge $75.00 per dog or cat for cities to drop off at the center. The target date for opening is July 5th.
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E. Convention & Tourism – Fund Disbursement The recommendation for funding request disbursements was presented to the commission.  A motion was made by Mayor Maness to approve the recommended disbursements with the addition of $1,000 to the American Legion for new flags and poles.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was two ayes.

F. Sewer Improvement Project - Resolution – The resolution authorizes the filing of an application with the Environmental Protection Agency for EPA Special Infrastructure Grants.  Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the resolution.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was two ayes.

G. ASCAP Music Agreement  – This agreement is necessary for city-sponsored events to have the right to play music the cost to the city is $350.00. Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the agreement.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was three ayes.

H. Request from Elks – Mike Jewell from the Iola Elks Lodge was present to request that the city sanction their annual fireworks display at the Elks Lake due to the fact that they have to have an ATF certified person to handle the fireworks if the city doesn’t sanction them.  Mound City Elks member Russell Beth will be the one that shoots off the fireworks.  He has given the Fire Chief copies of his licenses.  Mayor Maness made a motion to approve the request after the City Attorney reviews the documents.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Abbott.  The vote was two ayes.
