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Agenda Item: Utility Terrain Vehicle

BACKGROUND

The Parks & Cemetery Department currently operates a 2006 Kubota RTV 900 that will be kept
in the fleet. We are replacing unit#57 which was a 2003 Ford F150 pick up that was sold earlier
this year. I believe the utility terrain type of vehicles better fits the needs of our departments. It
will be more fuel efficient and can be used for many different tasks, such as snow removal,
backfilling graves, etc. This type of vehicle is much more maneuverable in our cemeteries and
parks when it comes to daily maintenance activities because it is more compact and will fit in
places that a truck can not go plus it has the hydraulic bed lift as well. The current RTV in our
fleet has proven to be a true workhorse of the department and is being used nearly every day and
has proven to meet our needs much more than a regular pick up truck.

SUMMARY

Staff had been researching utility terrain type of vehicles with three different vendors. Staff sent
the specifications to each of these vendors. The bid deadline was January 6, 2022 at 10 :00 AM.
Two vendors submitted bids by the specified deadline. The table below shows the bid results of
these two vendors.

DISCUSSION
Staft has reviewed the bid submittals for each vendor. Both machines met the specifications to
an acceptable level. Therefore, either of the machines would be suitable and meet the needs of
the Parks and Cemetery Department. Both bids included the base unit price with the optional
snow plow as requested.
The Heartland Tractor unit has a 1 year warranty and is actually coming from and will be
invoiced out of the Heartland Tractor, Harrisonville, Mo. facility with all warranty work being
completed in the Harrisonville or Nevada, Mo. facilities. Heartland Tractor was the lowest priced
of the two bids at a total of $25,798.00 with the snow plow option.
The Storrer Implement DBA Machine Shed unit has a 2 year warranty, the company is local and
the warranty work will be completed by the Storrer Implement DBA Machine Shed here in Iola,
Ks. The Storrer Implement DBA Machine Shed unit total is $28,283.00 with the snow plow

option.




Over the last several years, money has been placed in the Parks and Cemetery section of the
Equipment Reserve Fund to purchase equipment. The Parks & Cemetery department currently
has $19,600.00 in equipment reserve for the purchase of this unit. Even with the bids coming in
higher than predicted I do not see any issues with the additional funds needed to make the
purchase coming out of the Parks and Cemetery Equipment Reserve funds.

Recommendation: Discuss and provide direction to staff on moving forward with the purchase
of the Kubota RTV unit with the optional snow plow.

Code Enforcement staff has identified five structures that meet the dangerous or unsafe criteria
based on Section 8-501 of the Unified Development Code.

19 S Ohio is a 2-bedroom single story house.

e Utilities have been off at this structure since October of 2014.
The shingles are in bad condition and need replaced.
The inside of the house has been gutted.
The north wall has moved outward pulling ceiling joist off of supporting interior walls.
The enclosure on the back of the house was not constructed correctly and the shed has
deteriorated.

307 S Ohio is a 3-bedroom single story house.

e Utilities have been off at this structure since April of 2019.
The inside of the house has been gutted.
Some of the floor joist have been removed.
Openings in the structure have allowed numerous animals in.
Some areas of the soffit and windows have deteriorated.
The shingles are in bad condition and need replaced.

417 S Cottonwood is a 2-bedroom single story house.

e Utilities have been off at this structure since October of 2010.

e The exterior of property is very poor and bight on the neighborhood. The Code Office has
received complaints about the property.

e The inside of the house has been gutted.

e A portion of the back of the house has been removed and open areas allow for animal
traffic.

e The porch ceiling and floor have deteriorated.

e The shingles are loose and falling off, and the metal covering the peak has come off.

611 N Chestnut is a 2-bedroom single story house.

Utilities have been off at this structure since September of 2008

The exterior of the property has become a blight on the neighborhood.

There are areas of the soffit, foundation and seal plate that are deteriorated.

The addition to the back of the house has a hole in the roof.

One window has been boarded up, and some window seals and trim have deteriorated.
The shingles are in bad condition and need replaced.




914 E Broadway is a 2-bedroom single story house.
e Utilities have been off at this structure since February of 1988.
e The shingles and roof are in very bad condition and need replaced.
e Window frames have deteriorated and the brick work has pulled away from the front of

the house.

e The back wall of the house is open to elements and animals.
e The siding has also deteriorated and missing in some areas.

Needed repairs at all four of the structures will easily exceed 50% of the County property values.
Staff is seeking approval to move forward with the condemnation process, by approval of
resolutions for each location setting a public hearing on February 28, 2022.

Recommendation:

Motion One: Approve Resolution 2022-01 for 19 S Ohio setting a public
hearing on February 28, 2022 at 6:00pm based on Section 8-501, of the Unified
Development Code.
